For those of you who torture yourselves each week in training or more sensibly, enjoy the spectacular wildlife on her shores, this photo is a good guide of the geography and lay-out of the creek.


Those  of you  who paddle up and down on a regular basis, might like to assign some distances to your efforts. Rod Stanley obliged a while back and took the punt out with a GPS. As a result, here are some distances for you to either marvel at (if it’s longer than you thought), or cry over (if it’s shorter than you thought!).  


Starting from Club Boat Ramp and heading upstream:





Road Bridge - 0.85km


Sharp right two corners after the bridge - 2.1km


Yellow 4 knot Speed sign near boat yard - 2.9km





Chadwell Street ramp – 


3.55km


Sharp left before the straight -4.6km





Heading downstream:


Concrete boat ramp - 0.80km


Yellow cross at Lota and Tingalpa junction -1.2km
